spangles, A quilte of Crymson taffata imbrothered with an Eliphant

of goulde in the Middest, Eight feathers for the Bed & Cupps, A downe 

Bed with an exceedinge fyne ticke stripped with blewe, A Boulster to it,

A pare of downe pillowes, A Mattris, A flocke bed, a pare of fyne new 

fustion Blancketes, A pare of fyne new london Blancketts rowed with 

coulers, A large shagge Rugge of Crymson, A litle Chare with a backe 

of Crymson wrought Saten with gould & laied with gould Lace and 

kapps, A litle borde paynted with Crymson & gould, A pair of litle latten

andirons, a paire of tonges & a fire shovell tipped with Brasses, A liverie 

Cuborde, a pair of verie fyne holland sheets of three bredths & a pair of verie

fyne pillowes is to them: marked with a G & an S in read sylke. 

[The little hand pointing at the twelfth line indicates where the words in the margin should be inserted: “the frame cullered with cr[i]mson & gould, a longe Cushion with gould lace”.]

Item, in the Crymson Chamber at Snarford fower peeces of Tapestrie

hangings of three yeards deepe, whereof twoe are in length aboute elevene

yeards, and the other twoe betwixte fower & five yeardes longe. 

Item, added by my Ladye to the same Chamber in leue of somethinges

broken and gone, A Chaire of Crymson vellvet & a low stoole with gould lace

and fringe imbrothered with Eliphantes of gould the frames coullered

with Crymson & gould, A longe Cushin of Crymson velvet sutable to them

with the Eliphante lace & tassells; A footstoole covered with China goulde

dual frenged with Crymson goulde, A cupborde Cloth of stamill lacyed

with gould lace & frenged with Crymson and yeallow silke fringe, A

litle Turkie Carpet in the windowe, Covers of Carnation buckram

for all the Chaires & bed & stooles, twoe Curtaines of stripped stuffe in ye

windowes, all theise are new, and given by my La: [Lady] as heirelomes. 



Furniture which did belonge to the great dyninge Chamber



at Mellwood & are most of them at Snarford.

Inprimis [Firstly], five peeces of faire Tapstrie hangings about three yardes &

three quarters deepe, one peece whereof is about six yeards in length, the

other twoe, each of them about foure yeards & a halfe longe, The fowerth

peece above three yeardes & A halfe in length, the fifthe is about fower

yeards longe, All these five peeces of hangings are now at Snarford 

in the great Chamber January Anno d[om]in’ 1621.

Item, in the [g]reat Chamber at Snarford six high stooles

Covered with vellvett, five with blacke, and one with tawney,

frenged with silke & spotted with crymson velvett, A turkey

Carpett for A syde table in length three yeardes & halfe

a quarter and in bredthe twoe yeards want an naile,

Twoe Cupborde Carpetts of Turkey worke in length

either of them two yeardes & three quarters

and in bredth one of them a yearde & three quarters & 

the other a yeard & three quarters wante a nale, twoe

litle foot stooles, one of yeallowe velvett & ye other of yellowe

Sattan, A longe Cushion of blacke taffata Imbrothered and 

fringed with fringe & tassells and sixe square cushions

of fyne Tapestrie.

Item, more in the great Chamber at Snarford, A greene

vellvett Carpett fringed with greene silke fringe and

lynd with Buckaram.

Item, more in the great Chamber at Snarford, A high

Chaire of yeallowe vellvett Imbrothered with blacke velvett, 

A lowe Chaire with a backe to it, both of them fringed with

watchett silke and silver fringe, A longe Cushion sutable

to them with sillver fringe and Tassells & a litle

faulding Chaire of yeallowe Satten.

Divers other things thear where in the great Chamber

at Mellwood which have ben allreadie at severall

tymes delivered to Mr George St Polle, some in the

yeare 1615 and some in the yeare 1618 & therefore

not sett downe in this noate. Which Conteineth all that

belongeth to Mr George St Poll and his heires Male

of theise kyndes and noe other stuffe his in the

house.

As was usual at the time, the inventory does not contain much punctuation, so some has been added to make more sense of the listed items. 

A few of the common abbreviated words have been expanded (‘ye’ for ‘the’; ‘wth’ for ‘with’; ‘wch’ for ‘which’) but most of the remainder of the original spellings have been retained. 

Some of the more unusual spellings or archaic words are as follows:

grytte = great

teaster = tester, i.e. canopy

gould = gold

Imbrothered = embroidered

taffitie, taffata, etc = taffeta, thin glossy silk fabric

feathers and cupps = possibly plumes for the top of the bed

downe bed = fine feather mattress

ticke = tick, the case of the mattress

stripped = striped

flocke bed = a wool mattress 

fustion = fustian, thick woollen cloth

wrought = decorated with needlework

saten, sattan, satten = satin, glossy silk fabric

latten = yellow metal

andirons = bars and brackets for a fireplace

liverie cuborde = a cupboard for clothes

read sylke = red silk

sutable to them = matching them

stamill = stamel, fine worsted cloth

buckram = stiff linen cloth

turkey carpet = carpets were very expensive and were placed on furniture, not on the floor (Google for Holbein’s picture ‘The Ambassadors’).

naile = a nail was a measure for cloth of two and a half inches

twoe yeards want an naile = two yards less two and a half inches

watchett = watchet, a pale blue colour
